Power supply

* The unit operates on internal rechargeable
Li-ion battery.

* The battery can be recharged from any
standard USB port (e.g. PC USB port).

e |t can also be recharged with the provided
microUSB AC adaptor. Before first plugging the
appliance check that voltage indicated on the
rating label corresponds to the mains voltage in
your home.

¢ Insert the microUSB plug of the AC
adaptor into the microUSB socket at the back
of the unit.

¢ Plug the adaptor into the wall outlet.

* Press the POWER/STANDBY button on
the unit to switch it on.

e The unit is charging if the charging LED
indicator is on.

* Normal operation time on full charge is 5-6
hours.

* For best results, try to fully charge the
battery before each use. If the battery is
drained, please allow it to recharge for a few
hours.

e When the unit is not being used, we
suggest keeping it plugged in and charging.

USB charging port

e This unit is equipped with a DC 5V USB
charging port on the back panel.

¢ Connect the device you would like to
charge (e.g. smartphone, tablet) with a
suitable USB cable (not included) into the USB
charging port. This function is only active the
AC adaptor is plugged in.

General operations

Sound control

* Adjusting loudness can be done by using
the volume control knob on this unit and also
the volume control of the device you have
already connected to (if using Bluetooth or
AUX-input).

* You can also press the BASS+/- and
TREBLE+/- buttons (for stronger bass/treble)
for quality sound effects.

If there is no sound, make sure the
volume on both devices is not set to 0.

Function button

Pressing the FUNCTION button repeatedly
will allow you to see and select one of the
different source functions, as follows:

Bluetooth => FM radio => USB => SD =>
AUX

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Bluetooth® wireless playback

e This unit can wirelessly playback audio
from any device with Bluetooth® A2DP
function.

* The wireless range is approximately within
10 meters.

* Wireless audio streaming requires pairing
of a Bluetooth device (e.g. smartphone).

HOW TO PAIR YOUR DEVICE TO THIS
UNIT:

* Make sure the Bluetooth® function is
switched on in your device (e.g. smartphone,
tablet).

¢ Switch on the unit and press the
FUNCTION button repeatedly until the the
display shows BT.

¢ Once the Bluetooth® pairing indicator
begins flashing, you will find the unit listed in
the Bluetooth® connections list of your device
(as TF-SRP3401B).

o If asked for a passcode, enter “0000”.

* The initial setup is required only once
per device. To pair another device repeat the
above steps. The unit can remember up to
4 devices, however, only one device can be
paired at a time.

* The pairing LED indicator will flash slowly
when searching for a Bluetooth® device, blink
faster when the pairing is in process and stay
on when the devices are connected.

Radio operation

* Press the FUNCTION button repeatedly
until the display shows FM.

* To improve radio reception, adjust the unit
position. To further enhance reception, extend
the telescopic antenna found at the rear of the
unit.

e After tuning into a desired station, use FM
MODE button to select MONO/STEREO mode.
In cases of poor reception we recommend to
use the MONO mode for better sound clarity.

Manual frequency adjustment

* Press and quickly release the TUNE+ or
TUNE- buttons to manually adjust the radio
frequency one step at a time.

* When the desired station is found, it can
be saved into one of the MEMORY positions.
See “Radio memory” section for further

details.

Automatic frequency adjustment

* Press and hold the TUNE+ or TUNE-
buttons to automatically seek the next available
radio frequency.

* When the desired station is found, it can
be saved into one of the MEMORY positions.

See “Radio memory” section for further
details.

Radio memory

e After tuning into a desired station, it can
be stored into one of the 20 available memory
positions.

* Short press the PROG. button to go to
memory setting mode. Display will show “P-01”
(FLASHING).

* Press and release the MEMORY+ or
MEMORY- button to choose the desired
memory storage position you would like to
store into (from P-01 to P-20).

* Short press PROG. again to confirm
selection. The display will stop flashing.

Recalling a saved memory station

* Short press MEMORY+/- buttons to find a
saved memory position.

* To erase a saved radio station, simply
replace it with a new station in the same
memory position.

USB/SD operation

Playback

e Turn on the device

* Insert a USB device into the USB port
or SD card into the slot. Press FUNC. button



repeatedly to select USB/SD mode.

* Press the +10 button to skip forward 10
tracks during playback.

* Press FOLDER+/- buttons to choose the
folder location on the USB/SD (not applicable in
RANDOM PLAY mode).

* Press NEXT to skip to next song, BACK
to skip to a previous song.

¢ Press PLAY/PAUSE to start or pause
playback.

* Press P-MODE button to choose among
different playback modes: NORMAL PLAY ->
REPEAT 1 -> REPEAT FOLDER -> REPEAT
ALL -> RANDOM PLAY.

e Press STOP to stop playback.

It may take up to 60 seconds to open
and verify a large USB drive/SD card with
many files.

Never remove SD cards or USB devices
from the unit during playback, always stop
playback, then press FUNCTION button
to switch to another mode (FM/BT/AUX)
before removing USB/SD storage devices
to prevent damage to your files and storage
devices themselves.

General USB/SD notes

According to the USB 1.1/2.0 Standard,
usage of a USB device with power current
consumption exceeding 500 mA is not
recommended without supplementary power
supply. Failure to use supplementary power for
connected USB drives with power consumption
exceeding this value as well as defective
USB drives may cause mechanical or thermal
changes of elements of this unit as well as
failure of internal elements of the USB port.
Such damages are not warrantee cases.

Warning: usage of external USB drives
containing BIN files in the root directory may
cause malfunction of the unit or damage to the
software.

e This unit is equipped with a USB socket
that can accept and play MP3 files stored on
standard USB flash (2.0 version)/SD cards up
to 16 GB.

e FAT and FAT32 file system is supported by
this unit.

AUX jack

You can connect the audio output of an
external device to this unit, to listen to the sound
of that device through the speakers of this unit.

* To connect an external audio device,
please use a standard audio cable with 3.5-mm-
to-3.5 mm plugs (not included) to connect the
headphone out or audio line-out of the external
device to the AUX input socket of this unit.

* Press FUNC button repeatedly to select
AUX mode; AUX icon will be displayed.

* Turn on the external device. You cannot
control playback with the buttons of this unit
except adjusting the volume.

Maintenance and care

Switch off the appliance, unplug from the
power supply. The outside of the appliance can
be cleaned with a slightly damp cloth.
